Using the Bluetooth Stack

When you plug in your Bluetooth adaptor for the first time Windows will detect it and
install the Bluetooth stack. At this point it will ask you to give your PC a name. This
is the name that other devices will see if you make your PC visible to them. Use a
name that is memorable.

Once the USB adaptor is installed you will see a Bluetooth icon on the task bar at the
bottom right of the screen. If you click on it (both right and left click work the same
way), you will get a list of options.

Pairing your Bluetooth devices

Pairing is a feature of Bluetooth that allows devices to make secure connections.
Although you do not always need to pair devices to exchange data, if you are likely to
send information between them on a regular basis it is a good idea to do so.

To pair a device using the Bluetooth stack you need to click on the Bluetooth Icon in
the task bar and then select Add a Bluetooth Device.

To ensure a secure connection between the devices, you will need to enter a passkey
on both the other Bluetooth device and your PC. This is used to generate a secure
code that will be used to authenticate the device and your PC every time they connect
to each other.

the first time you pair the devices.

To make things easier (and more secure) Windows can generate a random number for
you to use as the passcode.
